CATEGORY CLASS Opioid agonist (Schedule 11); Analgesic

PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Alters response to pain

Binds to opioid receptors within the CNS
causing suppression of ascending pain
pathways

Complications

-Side effects: drowsiness, hypotension, anorexia,
confusion, facial flushing, constipation, nausea, vomiting
-Adverse effects: overdose, respiratory depression,
cyanosis, extreme drowsiness, seizures, coma, physical
dependency

Contraindications/Precautions

-Contraindications: acute or severe asthma, hypercarbia,
Gl obstruction, significant respiratory depression
-Cautions: CNS depression, seizures, elevated ICP, coma,
shock, hepatic/renal impairment, head injury, history of
drug abuse, hypercapnia

Interactions

-Drugs: alcohol, CNS depressants(LORazepam,
gabapentin, Zolpidem) may increase CNS effects,
respiratory depression, hypotension

-Herbals: herbals with sedative properties

-Labs: may increase serum amylase, lipase

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

-Pain assessment/relief
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Therapeutic Use

-Immediate-release: re_Iief for acute, chronic,
moderate to severe pain

Medication Administration

PO: 5 mg Q4 hrs prn for pain >6
Onset: 10-15 min

Duration (immediate-release:
1-6 hrs), (extended-releases: up
12 hrs)

Nursing Interventions

-Baseline pain assessment
(location, type, duration, rating)
-Vital signs

-Respiratory rate (don't give if
RR is less than 12/min)
-Assess for abuse/misuse
-Monitor BMs

-Monitor pain relief, BP, mental
status, LOC, and RR

Client Education

-Avoid alcohol

-May cause drowsiness

-Do not chew, crush, or dissolve
-Monitor BM and constipation
-Monitor for drug forming
habit/abuse

-Monitor for respiratory
depression
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
