CATEGORY CLAss Opioid

PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds with and activates opioid receptors in
brain and spinal cord to produce analgesia
and euphoria

Complications

Agitation, amnesia, anxiety, chills, coma, confusion,
decreased concentration, depression, dizziness,
constipation

Contraindications/Precautions

Acute or severe bronchial asthma in an unmonitored
setting, Gl obstruction, paralytic ileus, hypersensitivity to
morphine sulfate or its components, respiratory depression

Interactions

MAO inhibitors, Dietetics, alcohol use, Oral P2Y12
inhibitors

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

You will see a decrease in pain
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Therapeutic Use

Relieve pain servere enough to require gpioid
treatment

Medication Administration

0.1 to 0.2 mg/kg every 4 hours
as needed for 1V, Don't use
highly concentrated solutions,
for continuous 1V infusion, dilute
drug concentration of 0.1 to
Img/ml

Nursing Interventions

Monitor for excessive or
persistant sedation,

Assess RR, BP, and HR which
is important to help prevent
adverse reactions

Client Education

Take exact dose, change
position slowly, notify provider
about worsening or
breakthrough pain, do not
discontinue abruptly.
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
