	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: Acute or severe bronchial asthma, paralytic ileus, GI obstruction, respiratory depression, CNS depression, hypercapnia, seizures, respiratory dysfunction

Precautions: Renal impairment, bilary tract disease, psychosis, abdominal conditions, COPD, elderly, drug misuse
	Interactions: Drug: Alcohol and other CNS depressants, CYP3A4 inhibitors, MAOIs

Herbal: Herbals with sedative properties

Food: Grapefruit products

Lab: May increase serum amylase and lipase
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Pain decreases to a tolerable amount
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Binds with opioid receptors within CNS causing inhibition of the pain pathways
	Nursing Interventions: Baseline:Assess pain location and type, Obtain vital signs prior to administration (Hold if RR are <12)

-Palpate bladder for urinary retention

-Monitor bowel activity

-Teach on deep breathing and effective coughing

-Monitor pain relief, LOC, RR, BP
	Medication Administration: PO: Initial Dose- 10 mg q4-6h PRN

Usual Dose Range- 5-15 mg q4-6h
	Client Education: -May cause dry mouth and drowsiness

-Avoid tasks that require alertness, such as driving

-Avoid alcohol

-Do not crush or chew controlled release tablets

-Report abnormal bowel activity
