CATEGORY CLAss Opioid agonist

PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds with opioid receptors within the CNS,
inhibiting ascending pain pathways pain

Complications

SE: sedation, decreased B/P, diaphoresis, constipation,
dizziness, drowsiness, N/V, dyspnea, confusion, urinary
retention, dry mouth, headache

Adverse: respiratory depression, hepatic/renal impairment,
skeletal muscle flaccidity, coma

Contraindications/Precautions

Contra: hypersensitivity to morphine. Acute or severe
asthma, Gl obstruction, concurrent use of MAOIs, severe
respiratory depression

Precautions: COPD, corpulmonale, head injury, pts with
CNS depression, history of drug abuse and misuse

Interactions

DRUG: alcohol, other CNS depressants, MAOIs
Herbals with sedative properties

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Pain level decreases, pain reduces

Therapeutic Use
Alters pain perception, emotional response to

Medication Administration

1-2mg/mL, dilute in sterile water
for injection or 0.9% NACL,
Administer slowly

IV: 0.1-0.2mg/kg g4h as needed
or 2-10mg

Nursing Interventions

Assess onset, type, location,
duration of pain

Obtain vital signs before giving
medication

Effect of medication is reduced if
full pain recurs before next
dose.

Asses for potential of
abuse/misuse

Client Education

Change positions slowly to avoid
orthostatic hypotension. Avoid
tasks that require alertness.
Avoid alcohol, CNS
depressants. Report any
constipation or urinary retention
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
