PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action Therapeutic Use

Increases impulse conduction through the AV node and Tx of bradyasystolic cardiac arrest. Tx of

Complications Medication Administration
Adverse reactions: seizures, arrhythmias, bradycardia, Admin in large vein over 1-2
cardiac dilation, hypotension, MI, weak pulses, min.
laryngospasms, hypoglycemia, bradypnea, pulmonary IM: 2 mg injections up to 3
edema, resp failure, stridor, anaphylaxis, hypokalemia times in rapid succession

IV: 1 mg repeated g 3-5 min
PRN. 3 mg Max.

Contraindications/Precautions
Contraindications: hypersensitivity

Nursing Interventions

Assess apical HR, BP, and RR.
Analyze EKG rhythm.

Interactions

Drug: Anticholinergics, muscle relaxants, TCA's,
antihistamines increase effects. Ketoconazole will have
decreased absorption. Levodopa has decreased
concentration and effects.

Client Education

Notify provider for constipation,
difficulty urinating, or persistent
