	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: hypersensitivity, moderate to severe HF
Precautions: chronic or recurrent infections, hx of TB, opportunistic. COPD, hepatitis B, HF, retreatment after of 2 yr w/o treatment   
	Interactions: Anakinra, abatacept, azathioprine, methotrexate, live-virus vaccines 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Decrease s/s of Crohn's disease, maintain remission
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Neutralizes and prevents the activity of tumor necrosis factor-alpha (TNF-alpha), resulting in anti-inflammatory and antiproliferative activity
	Nursing Interventions: -Assess for infusion reactions (fever, chills, pruritus) 
-Assess for s/s of infection 
-Monitor CBC periodically 
	Medication Administration: IV: 5 mg/kg initially, repeat at 2 & 6 wk, then maintenance dose of 5 mg/kg q 8 wk
May go up to 10 mg/kg 
	Client Education: -May cause dizziness 
-Don't receive live vaccines
-May cause reactions such as rash, myalgia, or fever
-Tell provider if any s/s of fungal infection appear
