	Therapeutic Use: -decrease S/Sx of Crohn's disease

-reduction in # of fistulas

-maintnence of closure of fistulae
	Complications: Adverse: arrythmias, HF, MI, stroke, hypersensitivity, infection, malignancy, sarcoidosis

Side effects: abd. pain, N/V, fatigue, headache, URTI, fever, infusion reactions
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: hypersensitivity, murine (mouse) proteins, moderate to severe HF

Precautions: Hx of chronic/recurrent infection, retreated after 2yr w/o Tx, Hx of TB, Hx of opportunistic infection, COPD, Hx of hepatitis
	Interactions: Drug: concurrent anakinra, abatacept, azathioprine, methotrexate, or live-virus vaccines (wait at least 6mo before admin)
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: -decrease in S/Sx of Crohn's disease

-decrease in # of draining enterocutaneous fistulas
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Neutralizes / prevents acitivty of tumor necrosis factor-alpha (TNF-alpha), resulting in anti-inflammatory & antiproliferative activity
	Nursing Interventions: -assess for infusion reactions (during & 2hr after)

-assess if new/ systemic infection develops

-assess for latent TB before & during admin

-monitor for hypersensitivity

-for Crohn's: assess for S/Sx before, during, and after therapy

-monitor CBC w/ diff during therapy (may cause leukopenia, neutropenia, thrombocytopenia, & pancytopenia)
	Medication Administration: Crohn's: 5mg/kg initially, then repeat at 2 & 6wk after initial infusion; then maintnence dose at 5mg/kg; max: 10mg/kg

-dilute in 250mL w/ NSS

-stable for 4hr at room T, 34 days if refrigerated, & 6hr at room T when removed from refrigerator
	Client Education: -adverse reactions may be delayed 3-12 days after 2yr of retreatment. S/Sx resolve in 1-3 days but notify HCP

-may cause dizziness, change positions slowly

-if infection occurs, notify HCP

-examine skin often

-females: regular pap smears

-r/f malignancies, report: large spleen/ liver, abd. pain, persistent fever, night sweats, or weight loss
