	Expected Pharmacological Action: -enhances effects of nitric oxide released during seuxal stimulation, which activates guanylate clycase, which produced increased levels of cyclic guanosine monophoshate (cCMP), which produces smooth muscle relaxation of cavernosum promoting increased blood flow & erection. also leads to vasodilation of pulmonary vasculature. inhibits enzyme: phosphodiesterase type 5 that inactivates cCMP
