PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Enhances effects of nitric oxide released
during sexual stimulation, which promotes
increased blood flow for subsequent erection

Complications

Hypotension, MI, Sudden death, Flushing, Rash,

Dyspepsia, Headache, Dizziness, Insomnia, Anaphylaxis

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications: Hypersensitivity, concurrent use of nitrates or
riociguat, pulmonary venocclusive disease

Precautions: Serious underlying cardiovascular disease, cardiac
failure, CAD, HTN, hypotension, dehydration, treatment with
antihypertensives, renal impairment, hepatic impairment, bleeding
disorders, hx of sudden vision loss

Interactions

Nitrates, riociguat, erthyromycin, alpha adrenergic
blockers, alcohol, warfarin, anti hypertensives

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Enhanced blood flow occurs for an erection
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Therapeutic Use

Enhanced blood flow to create an erection

Medication Administration

50 mg taken 1 hr before sexual
intercourse

Nursing Interventions

Monitor BP and Hr when used
with meds that decrease BP
Monitor for pulmonaray edema

Explain side effects of med

Notify hea;thcare provider if taking this
med

Do not use in women

Do not take with antihypertensives,
nitrates, riociguat
