	Therapeutic Use: IM, SUBQ 

Promotes immunity to seasonal influenza virus by inducing specific antibody protection 
	Complications: Influenza seasons vary in timing or duration year to year. If vaccination is early, then less immunity during the season. 
	Contraindications/Precautions: History of severe allergic reaction to egg protein 

Oculorespiratory syndrome - acute self limiting reaction to vaccine 

Shoulder injury if administered too high in upper arm 
	Interactions: Acetaminopen - decrease therapeutic effects 

Atidarsagene  Autotemcel - increase adverse/toxic effects of vaccines 

Dintuximab Beta - may decrease therapeutic effects 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Once vaccination is recieved, patient will have lower chance of getting influenza vaccine

Must be given at appropriate time in season 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Immunization for influenza virus
	Nursing Interventions: Check injection site to make sure that there is no active bleeding 

Make sure that the patient is not dizzy or weak, no allergic reaction 

Monitor for hypersensitivity and syncope for 15 minutes following administration 
	Medication Administration: Dose - 0.5 mL per season 



Number of doses: 

Infants over 6 months and children less than 9 years get two does separated by 4 weeks if they never recieved vaccination before 

Chilren and adolescents over 9 years get one dose per season 
	Client Education: Shoulder might feel sore on injection site 

Minor side effects might include pain, redness, headache, tired or weak, chills
