 Activity 1.1.3 Everyday Animals

Purpose
You are getting ready for school and before you head to the kitchen to eat your breakfast, you pick up your 
brush to straighten your hair. Have you ever stopped to think where the bristles of the brush came from? 
Prior to the 19th century, most hairbrushes were made of boar hair bristles. In fact, scientists believe some 
of the earliest hairbrushes were made with porcupine quills. As you sit down for breakfast, consider what 
other animals contribute to your surroundings or to the food you are about to eat.
