 Activity 3.1.1 Animal Value

Purpose
Think about your most prized possessions, such as your iPod®, fishing rod, a family photo, or a “Most 
Improved” certificate from playing sports. You value these items for different reasons, maybe due to 
monetary investment or fond memories. Why are these objects important to you? Do items having 
importance to you have the same importance to others?

Procedure
