5. What would the recommended maintenance dosage be for patient in #4? 
-78 mg maintenance dose

6. What is the rationale for a trial of oral paliperidone or oral or injectable risperidone 
before placing a patient on Invega Sustenna®? 
-The rationale for a trial of oral paliperidone or oral or injectable risperidone before 
placing the patient on this medication is to establish tolerability to the medication. 

7. Name three practices when preparing an intramuscular injection that ensure aseptic 
technique is maintained throughout the procedure. 
-Maintain sterility when attaching the needle hub to the luer connection 
-Clean patient’s deltoid with alcohol and allow it to dry before injecting the medication  
-Perform hand hygiene and apply gloves before injecting the medication

-We must obtain consent for this psychoactive medication prior to preparing the 
medication for administration to ensure that the patient is aware of the nature of their 
condition, benefits of treatment, consequences if they choose not to take the treatment, 



As well as, a 
description of the proposed treatment course, side effects, that they have the right to 
withdraw consent at any time, and answer any of the questions they may have.
