Critical Elements

Safety (physical and
emotional)

Nurse did not identify patient with two identifiers, nurse did not ask for any
alleriges - specifically to chlorohexadine at the beginning of the procedure,

Critical Thinking

Nurse was not prepared with all the equipment she may need, and left the
patients room in the middle of a procedure, nurse did not have a trash can
while doing procedure and left a mess, nurse is not prioritizing the pain the
patient is in post-CVAD dressing change

Standard Precaution

Nurse touched site without gloves on, nurse is not wearing mask correctly
to prevent microorganisms from infecting the site, nurse did not take
dressing change off correctly - towards the neck so that it prevents the
central line from coming out, nurse did not fully open sterile field prior to
putting on second set of sterile gloves, sterile gloves got contaminated.

Communication

Nurse is not explaing why patient needs to wear a mask, nurse did not
state prior to procedure that she turned off the IV fluids which shows she is
not explaining precautions to her patient, nurse did not explain how she
was going to assess the patients chest

Documentation

Nurse did not document inside the patients room that she perfomed the
CVAD dressing change, nurse did not document that the patient is in pain.

Nurse seemed to be complaining throughout the procedure which does not
show the nurse cares, nurse did not communicate she would reveal her
chest - provision of privacy, nurse did not close door after her procedure
which does not allow the patient privacy

Nurse was unprofessional when putting the date on the new dressing
change, and was invading the patients area, it was unprofessional for the
nurse to touch the patients chestal area without any gloves on
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
