	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: 1. left the patient alone (with bed raised and rails down) while going to get another pair of gloves
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: 1. didn't properly prioritize (should have addressed patient's pain before anything else)


	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: 1. no hand hygiene when entering the room

2. put plastic CVAD outer package directly on clean surface of table 

3. Cleaned incorrectly with chlorohexidine (didn't scrub back and forth for 30 seconds)

4. fanned insertion site to dry it rather than letting it air dry

5. touching lumens during dressing removal and continuing to use glove 

6. touched IV site with bare hands (that weren't cleaned)

7. no hand hygiene before putting on patient's mask

8. Not wearing mask correctly

9. no hand hygiene before putting on sterile gloves

10. ignoring one inch border of the sterile field

11. contamination during sterile gloving

12. no hand hygiene/clean gloves used while restarting fluids for the patient

13. port was not scrubbed/cleaned before IV fluids were connected 

14. pulled dressing off in wrong direction

15. failed to ask about allergies BEFORE beginning procedure

	Critical ElementsCommunication: 6. touched IV site with bare hands (that weren't cleaned) 

7. no hand hygiene before putting on patient's mask

9. no hand hygiene before putting on sterile gloves

10. ignoring one inch border of the sterile field

	Critical ElementsDocumentation: 1. no documentation done regarding the dressing change

2. failed to logout of EMAR before leaving the room.
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: 1. Ignoring the patient's needs (patient mentioned being in pain, but was dismissed)

2. unnecessarily exposed the patient and didn't touch the patient appropriately whiel checking for pain
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: 1. told patient that she was in a hurry
