Critical Elements

Safety (physical and
emotional)

-states LR is going at 100ml/hr but eMAR states it should be going at
50ml/hr

-Ceftriaxone is not compatible with LR, yet she piggybacks it anyways
-pushed Lasix in way too fast making the patient uncomfortable

-she didn't do the 4P's or red rules before leaving

Critical Thinking

-grabbed a 1 1/2 in needle for the flu shot instead of a 1in needle

-does not take meds with her when she leaves to go grab the tubing she
forgot

-is supposed to administer flu shot in the muscle of the deltoid

Standard Precaution

-did not wash hands or apply gloves before handling meds
-does not keep syringe port sterile by throwing it on the table
-did not wipe the top of vial with alcohol swab

-mask is below her nose the whole time during med prep
-does not wash hands or apply gloves walking into the room
-does not scrub hubh with aleohaol swabh hefore VP

Communication

-does not explain to the patient what she's hooking up the the pump
-she didn't communicate why she was giving those meds very well,
especially for someone who doesn't know about medications

Documentation

-does not place sticker on the syringe to document what is in there
-didn't scan all the meds before administering

Human Caring and
Relationship

-does not ask if the patient wants the flu shot, just decides to administer

anyways
-doesn't ask the patient if she has any questions about the meds

-seems distracted walking into the med room
-answers the phone while she's in the patient room
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
