Critical Elements

Safety (physical and
emotional)

- did not clean out medication tray - NO hand hygiene

- wrong dose (260 would only be 6 units)

- wrong placement for insulin

- no gloves when positioning the patient for the straight cath

- not cleaning the patient before straight cath just because they are
allergic to betadine

Critical Thinking

- no assessment in the area were the insulin was given & wrong area

Standard Precaution

-did not verify patients blood sugar

-insulin should be placed in a fatty region

- did not clean side tabel off before placing catheter kit

- crossing over when open gloving instead of standing behind the glove
- no hitchhickers thumb when placing the second glove(contaminated)
- back to sterile field

Communication

- no teaching on the insulin injection
- no teaching on the straight cath
- no teaching about eating after the insulin

Documentation

- scanned insulin label 8 times the dose

- witnessed after the medication was given

- did not document the straight cath

- time, how much urine, what it looked like

- did not save documentation before insulin and assessments

Relationship

- no keeping the paitent covered when palpating the bladder

- fellow coworker coming in to exposed patient during straight cath
- splashing patient with urine when removing the catheter

- not cleaning their bed right then and there

- did not complete the 4Ps

- did not complete the red rules
