	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: 1. Insulin wasn't co-verified before it was administered

2. 4 p's were not addressed before leaving the room

3. fall bundle was not addressed before leaving the room 
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: 1. failed to properly check patient's blood sugar before preparing insulin

2. gave the wrong amount of insulin (should have been 6 units, not 8 units)

3. gave insulin in wrong area of the arm

4. Didn't perform GU assessment or clean perineal area before beginning urinary catheter insertion

5. Didn't 
	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: 1. no gloves used during medication preparation

2. no hand hygiene before medication preparation 

3. no hand hygiene while entering patient's room

4. didn't clean table before beginning catheter insertion (breach in asepsis)

5. Didn't maintain aseptic sterile field
	Critical ElementsCommunication: 1. Didn't properly teach patient what to expect before catheter insertion
	Critical ElementsDocumentation: 1. Didn't check/document the amount of urine that was collected 
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: 1. Didn't make sure that patient was comfortable before beginning the procedure

2. Privacy of patient was not maintained throughout urinary catheter insertion

3. Used patient's sheets to clean urine and didn't take the time to change the sheets afterward
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: 1. Didn't interact appropriately with patient/peers (making plans to get coffee in the middle of urinary catheter insertion)
