	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: Does not know her patient’s blood sugar, just guesses 
Does not check the insulin sliding scale and draws up the wrong amount of insulin
Does not have a witness check the insulin until after it’s given 
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: Administers the insulin like a vaccine rather than subcutaneous 
Decides to just not clean patients pernieal area because of allergy 
Gives insulin without any food present or on its way 
	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: Does not preform hand hygiene in the med room or the patient’s room 
Does not clean the table before starting the catheterization 
Does not prefrom hand hygiene before starting or opening sterile kit 
Does not preform hand hygiene before sterile gloving 
Touched ungloved hand and wrist with sterile gloved hand 
	Critical ElementsCommunication: Just keeps saying patient was really full rather than explaining what that means or how much urine came out. 
Does not explain what a straight catheter does or what will it be before starting procedure. 
	Critical ElementsDocumentation: Did not document catherization, when, by whom, or how much output 
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: Completely exposes patient’s gential area to palpate bladder 
Allows coworker to come in while patient is completely exposed 
Leaves patient in soiled linen 
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: Convinvces coworker to go against hospital standard in front of patient
