	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: -guesses blood sugar
-does not verify EMAR vs orders
-asks for insulin witness after medications has been administered. 
-gives wrong insulin and wrong amount
-did not assess pt prior to administration. 
-does not assess pain
-does not check for all possessions 
-does not assess BGL immediately prior to insulin admin
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: -does not give insulin in sub q tissue and instead is in muscle. 
-does not think about consequence of not using a cleaning agent on a catheter.
-does not find an alternative cleaning agent

	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: -did not wash hands in med room
-did not apply gloves in the med room 
-did not wash hands in pts room
-did not apply gloves in pt room
-breaks sterile field reaching into the field without gloves on or washing hands. 
-breaks sterility placing the linen down on catheter. 
-does not use cleaning agent for catheter 
-talks over the pts catheter 
	Critical ElementsCommunication: -asks personal pt information over the radio
-does not teach pt about medications 
-does not teach pt about risks of UTI and catheters and prevention thereof. 
	Critical ElementsDocumentation: -does not recall the glucose on the EMAR
-does not document assessment
-does not document catheter insertion 
-does not document medication administration
-does not document total initial output of urine.  
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: -does not ask where the pt wants the insulin shot. 
-did not advise pt that she was doing a bladder assessment.
-splashed pt with her urine
-states pt was 'really full'
-does not provide privacy when doing the catheter and talks to friend while pt is exposed. 
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: -the nurse gives her coworker the benefit of the doubt with the insulin
-does not keep work place clean 
-another nurse walks in and talks about a coffee break
