	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: She used the wrong amount of insulin for the blood sugar (which she did not personally verify with an assessment) and called it "regular insulin" when the witness came in.
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: She should've realized her mistake with the insulin and she should've taken action before leaving the room. She administered too much rapid acting insulin and did not instruct the patient to eat within 15 minutes, so the patient's blood sugar will likely bottom out and the patient is now at risk. If she were thinking critically, she could've caught the med error and done something to lessen the result of her actions. 
	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: No hand hygiene.

No gloves while preparing insulin or while administering insulin.
	Critical ElementsCommunication: She did not communicate to the patient she was positioning her before manipulating her legs.

She was communicating in an impatient manner in front of the patient when discussing her coffee break with a coworker.
	Critical ElementsDocumentation: She did not document anything and she had her witness come in too late for insulin administration.
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: She communicated with coworkers as if the patient was not right in front of her. For example, when she was discussing going to get coffee with another nurse while holding the straight catherter or when they blatantly breached policy when discussing insulin verification.
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: Unethical behavior in front of patient when discussing when a witness is needed for insulin and then "letting it slide" in front of patient.
