	Critical ElementsSafety physical and emotional: She left the room while the bed was raised and the CVAD insertion site was exposed to the environment. This was a safety risk to the patient not only because of the high fall risk, but also because anything could've happened to the insertion site while the nurse was out of the room.
	Critical ElementsCritical Thinking: Tachycardia and severe chest pain are indications of a much larger problem. The nurse should have prioritized these symptoms and acted immediately to avoid putting the patient at further risk.
	Critical ElementsStandard Precaution: She did not clean the needleless connector before connecting IV fluids and connected it with no gloves on.


	Critical ElementsCommunication: She said "I hope I'm not hurting you" without actually asking the patient if she was in pain. She was narrating her actions too colloquially, meaning she did not actually explain what she was doing or why she was doing it in an educated, professional manner.
	Critical ElementsDocumentation: She did not document the sterile procedure, the administration of IV fluids, or the patient's complaints of pain.
	Critical ElementsHuman Caring and Relationship: She neglected to show concern for the patient by ignoring complaints of pain and leaving her exposed in the room all alone. This would be extremely damaging to any relationship between the patient and nurse.
	Critical ElementsProfessional Role Performance: Communicated to the patient she basically did not know what she was doing with the new kit and said "I think that's how that goes" when finishing. This was very unprofessional and would make the patient feel uneasy.
