
Medical Case 1: Kenneth Bronson 

Documentation Assignments

1. Document your initial focused respiratory assessment of Kenneth Bronson.
a. Upon auscultation of lung sounds there was diminished lung sounds in the base 

of the right lung. The patient O2 sat is at 93%. The patient complains of pain in 
chest. 

2. Document the assessment changes that occurred before and after the anaphylactic 
reaction.

a. Upon anaphylaxis the patient developed a rash on the chest and voiced 
complaints of dyspnea. His HR increased to 132 bpm and respirations increased 
to 32 breaths per minute. Breathing became labored and the use of accessory 
muscles occurred during breathing. The patients O2 sat diminished to 85%. Upon
auscultation the breathing was labored. 

3. Document Kenneth Bronson’s new allergy information in his patient record.
a. Patient has a severe allergy to ceftriaxone. Antibiotics of the same class should 

be avoided.  
4. Identify and document key nursing diagnoses for Kenneth Bronson.

a. The patient has breathing issues related to acommunity acquired pneumonia. 
Risk factor teaching should be administered due to the patient smoking 2 packs a
day. 

5. Referring to your feedback log, document the nursing care you provided.
Patient received ceftriaxone and had a severe allergic reaction. The patient was then 

given epi 0.5 mg IM, methylprednisone 125 mg IVP, albuterol via nebulizer 5 mg, and 
diphenhydramine 50 mg IVP. The patient was also put on 14 liters non rebreather and the head 
of the bed was raised. The patient responded well to treatment and vitals returned to pre-
anyphylactic levels. Patient will continue to be monitored for delayed reaction. 
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
