1. How has your view of the student population changed?

3. What surprised you about the school nurse experience? 

I was thoroughly surprised that my nurse had a charting system at her school. She 
would have to chart for every kid that came in to be seen or every med that was given, it 
had to be documented.  

4. What did you observe during your time there? 

While I was at Atkins, I got to watch my nurse prepare her morning meds for her kids 
that were scheduled to take them at 0830. She showed me and walked me though her 
charting system and her nurse passes that she requires the teachers to fill out for 
students to come and see her.  

5. How was your experience different from what you expected? 

During my rotation we had a boy come in that was suspected of drug use, and the 
school’s protocol is that the nurse is to take vital signs and do a small assessment over 
the child. I did not expect for drug usage to be so prevalent in such young kids.  

6. What are some of the needs/issues related to the health of the school age children that 
you may not have been aware of? 

I didn’t realize how many children struggle with mental illness, there were so many kids 
that came in today for medications for ADD, ADHD, anxiety, depression and among so 
many other illnesses.
