Throughout July 23rd, 2009 and May 11th, 2012, Sharla A. Campione was charged with three different
accounts resulting in her registered nurses license to be revoked. The first and the second charges were in
accordance to events occurring on July 23rd, 2009 while employed at the Children’s Medical Center in Dallas,
Texas. Campione was observed slurring her speech, stumbling, bloodshot eyes, and having trouble focusing
on her patients. It was determined that because of these observations Campione was unable to make rational
and appropriate decisions to help her patients.— Negligence. Campione’s second charge was related to a drug
test because of the observations. Campione submitted a drug test however, she said she was taking
prescriptions that made her results negative. It was decided that she should not go back to work while on this
medication because it impaired her ability to make decisions for her patients well-being— Negligence. Her last
charge was based on events from May 11th, 2011 through May 12th, 2011 while being employed at the Baylor
University Medical center in Dallas, Texas. Campione adminstered medication to two different patients without
any documented reason and without any documentation of how these medications effected the patients. It was
determined that these actions were likely to injure the patients if they did not need these medications due to
adverse reactions— Neglect.

With the first two charges | think Campione should have assessed how she was feeling before going
into work, especially on a new medication. For the third charge, | believe Campione should have performed
AND documented a thorough assessment both before and after giving the medications.

The universal competency “Safety and Security (physical)” was violated when Campione failed to
document the why the medications were given (7 rights- reason and documentation). The universal
competency “Professional Role” was violated when Campione still came to her shift after taking a new
medication that altered how she was acting. Lastly, the universal competency “Documentation ” was violated
when not documenting why a medication was given and how the medication effected her patients.

If I were to be the person observing Campiones actions | would immediately check on all of her patients
and check their vitals. Next, | would tell the charge nurse and also ask her to call the nurse supervisor to be
able to tell them what is going on and go up the chain of command. | would also check on Campione to make
sure she is okay, because the new medication could be having some adverse reactions.
