Fetal Monitoring on admission.

IV LR 1000 ml to infuse at 125 ml/hr. with 18 g cath.
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For Non-Reassuring Fetal Heart Rate Patterns:
Change maternal position.
Administer a 500 ml LR bolus.
Decrease or discontinue oxytocin.
Oxygen @ 10L/min via non-rebreathing mask.
Terbutaline 0.25 mg (0.25 ml) SQ for Tachysystole or non-reassuring Fetal Heart Rate.
Notify physician of FHR pattern, interventions, and response.
