 Nurse administered a heavy alert paralytic medication to her patient rather than the antibiotic 
prescribed, because of this the patient went into cardiac arrest and had to be resuscitated.

 This nurse was a new employee to the hospital, she was four months in, and I believe it was her 
responsibility to learn the hospitals policy regarding how the pyxis dispenses medications with black 
box warnings such as paralytics.

 I believe this nurse could have prevented this mistake by verifying the medication as she received it 
from the pyxis. I have seen how easy it can potentially be to grab the wrong medication so a double 
check that takes less than a minute can be very crucial in making sure our patient gets the right 
medication. 

 I believe had this nurse not overrode the double check warning on her pyxis it could have prevented 
this medication error as well as had this nurse did her final check at the bedside before administering 
the medication.

Identify which universal competencies were violated and explain how.

 Safety and security- by not preforming the seven rights of drug administration. This nurse failed to 
verify medication in the medication room and overrode the double check warning on her pyxis. This 
nurse grabbed a paralytic medication that required heavy monitoring of the patient and shouldn’t be 
given without protected airway rather than an antibiotic the patient was prescribed.  The nurse also 
failed to do a final verification of the drug at the bedside.

 Communication- Had this nurse communicated this drug and possible side effects with patient it would 
have required her to check the medication she was giving to the patient.

 Human Caring- This nurse did not have a caring manner when she overrode the double check 
message on the pyxis. Our patients depend on us administering the right medications, and it is 



negligent to not double check the medications we are giving to our patient especially when we are 
prompted to do so.

 I believe had a prudent nurse found the patient unresponsive she would first call rapid response and 
start taking the necessary measures to save this patient.
