To prevent nausea and vomiting 
caused by cancer chemotherapy, 
radiation therapy and surgery 

1.Dont chew the film
2.Do not take more or less of it or
take it more often than 
prescribed by your doctor.
3.Monitor QT intervals because it 
can cause rhythm problems 

Metoprolol 
(med sheet)

PO or IV 20mg iv bolus -hypertension 
-angina
-MI
-HF

1.Dont stop abruptly 
2.caution when changing position
3.Report dizziness/weakness
4.Diabetic monito glucose 

Levofloxacin
(medlineplus.gov) PO: tablet or liquid 

IV

250-500mg
Slow iv over 60 min 

To treat certain infections that 
include:
-Skin infections
-Prostatitis
-Respiratory 
-UTI 
- Helps prevent Anthrax

1.Monitor for tendon pain and 
report tendon pain immediately.
2. Assess or report loose or 
watery stools 
3. Report numbness or tingling in 
hands and feet 

 Vancomycin 
(myoclonic.org)

IV 500 mg infused @ 60 
min 500mg/mL 

Prevent/ treat bacterial infection in 
the intestines 

1.Report ringing in the ears
2.Notify if urine changes color, 
swelling on extremities or weight 
gain because it can cause serious 
kidney issues
3. Avoid people with infections 
since it lowers your WBC

(medlineplus.gov)

PO: Tablet, delayed 
released tablet
( 1-25mg)r 
liquid 
(1mg-10mg/1ml)
IV
SQ

5mg/15ml 
To treat conditions/disorders such 
as:
-asthma
-allergic reactions
-arthritis
- inflammatory bowel disease
- adrenal
-Bone marrow disorders 

1.Monitor blood sugars because 
it causes an increase in blood 
sugar
2. Higer risk of getting infection 
because it lowers your immune 
system
3 Follow a low salt and high 
K+/Ca diet since it can cause Na 
retention
