These scenarios exposed us to new patients and disorders so I 
think we can keep practicing to prepare ourselves for future situations like these. When I 
was the patient in the scenario, it was very eye opening. It helped put me in my patients 
shoes and get a glimpse of how they think. I appreciated learning more about 
therapeutic communication and I will continue to use that throughout my nursing career. 
These scenarios changed the way I think about mental health a little bit because it 
taught us more about the disorders and how patients think/feel. I do think mental health 
issues have a stigma around them and I am glad to be learning about these disorders 
so we can better understand our patients and not judge them. I will continue to use the 
skills and knowledge that we learned in these scenarios in the clinical setting as well as 
in my daily life.
