his dad proud but feels too far behind to make up.

issues and the decision to drive while doing so; it made me think a lot
about him and how for a long time I blamed him for his choices. Being

able to see that the choice eventually becomes an obligation almost made
me feel a lot more peace and just come to the realization that none of

these men would want to lose everything because of this ailment. They
also mentioned potentially opening a nursing position within the next 6

months so I inquired further on that and they told me to call them around
that time to see if we could get something figured out. Very welcoming

and encouraging.
