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1. What did you observe during the day? Were there any specific procedures that were able to participate in 
or observe?

Throughout the day, I was able to check manual blood pressures and use a doppler for fetal heartrate. I also 
got to observe a pap smear and several ultrasounds.

2. What was the best/most interesting part of the experience?

I really liked getting to watch as the expecting parents got to see their babies on the ultrasound. It was a really 
cool experience, especially getting to see the parents get to see their baby’s gender or see Dr. Blann ask them 
not to look as he wrote what the baby was and put it into an envelope. 

3. Is a community nursing position something that you would consider working in? Why or why not?

Yes, I can see myself working in one in the future. I really liked that aspect of really getting to know each of 
your patients. Most of Dr.Blann’s patients were gynecology patients who are now expecting, so he’s gotten to 
help them transition into this new part of their lives. 

4. Do you feel like this community site met the needs of the population they serve? Why or why not?

Yes, they were able to assist in any way they were asked to. Whether it be ultrasounds, pap smears, genetic 
testing, or just a checkup. 

5. Did you witness patient teaching? What general things were taught to this population? Do you feel that 
patient teaching in this community site was adequate?

Yes, nurse Naomi was great at patient education. Especially when it came to contraception after birth and 
medication education. I also think Dr. Blann answered any questions brought to his attention while ensuring
