 Describe your feelings about your participation in the simulations this week.

patient to gather that information and provide it to the physician ASAP.

o This week gave a lot of opportunities to further develop my therapeutic 
communication in several scenarios. The scenarios as both the primary and 
secondary nurse provided the opportunity to practice the communication with 
the patient. Being the patient and being spoken to therapeutically provided 
some insight as to how I would perceive this sort of communication if I was going
through something. Even being the observer and seeing/hearing the other 
students communicate therapeutically helped as I picked up on some techniques
that I am not so sure I had used myself.
