Madison, the 
counselor who met us and gave us a tour, was amazing.  She was very friendly and informative; it was 
clear that she loved her job and genuinely cared for every individual who walked through the door.  We 
participated in the outpatient group therapy, which turned out to be a smaller group than normal.  This 
allowed us to be included and involved without feeling like we were intruding.  The environment was 
very warm and welcoming.  The men take turns throughout the week making dinner, and tonight we 
were invited to the shrimp boil.  Following dinner, we were invited to play darts, and I won!  After 
dinner, we went back to the group meeting and picked up where Robin left off.  This clinical and the 
group message not only resonated with my current family situation with my little brother, but also with 
my current knowledge of the addiction and recovery process.  The message during the group session 
was a first for Robin, and to be a part of that was cool.  The men who participated in the group session 
included us as if we belonged.  We were able to ask them questions regarding their addictions, and they 
asked us medical questions.  There was a gentleman in the group who I found a little concerning 
because he made comments about his brain anticipating a relapse, pending a death in the family.  The 
men and Robin asked him questions regarding his steps, and we were able to ask him questions as well.  
I learned a lot from Robin and his group message; I wish I could go regularly!  What stood out the most 
about Fire Sky was the sense of community and family, you truly felt cared about.  Honestly, my baby 
brother is battling addiction, and I will be looking further into this establishment for potential 
treatment.  I only spent roughly four hours here, but the respect I have for Robin and Erin is 
immeasurable.  Highly recommend.
