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Learning to be a reflective practitioner includes not only acquiring knowledge and skills,
but also the ability to establish a link between theory and practice, providing a rationale
for actions. Reflective practice is the link between theory and practice and a powerful

Action Plan means of using theory to inform practice thus promoting evidence based practice.” (Tsingos
Gibbs etal., 2014)

Instead | told the patient what they were receiving and why and then
left to go get the medications. Either way | reverified the patient,
scanned the arm band and meds then administered them safely.

Something that went well during the evaluation was that | did the 7
rights of medication and explained what it was for and what to look out
for when taking these medications. | looked at my patients vitals and
labs and decided what to give and not to give in the best interest for the
patient. Receiving the Dr’s orders helped me use my nursing judgment
based on the labs of the patient.

Step 6 Action Plan

I think overall it went well for me. | practiced and | knew what was
expected of me and delivered it the best way that | could. | didn't
expect for all 7 meds to be given and it was up to me to decide whether
to give that certain medication or not. | was glad to have to figure that
out on my own and decide what was best for the patient. | know | will
pay attention more to lab values and vital signs when it comes to
medication administration. Also, safety for the patient is important and
making sure that they are taken care of when | leave that room.
