At the AA meeting | attended, safety and quality were kept through a structured
and respectful environment. You could tell that everyone felt comfortable and
safe opening up to share their stories, and they even felt comfortable with us
being there. | maintained safety by quietly and respectfully observing and by not
interrupting others as they shared their stories.

While listening to the group share their stories, | was able to pull out some
classroom knowledge that we learned about this week, such as withdrawal
symptoms and some of the symptoms they would experience as they were trying
to stop drinking/using. | can use this knowledge and what I've learned to meet
people where they are in their recovery journey and to be nonjudgmental and
supportive, no matter what. I learned from this community clinical that people
are all on different journeys and you never know what people may be struggling
with.

Patient Centered Care

One group member who stood out to me was one person who shared they were
only 12 days sober and that they had feelings of concern and fear of relapsing,
even though they don’t want to, and they have people in their lives who want
them to get better. Concerns for this client would be the risk of relapse,
especially since they are so early in the recovery journey. Recommended
interventions would be to encourage they keep supportive people in their circle
and to keep attending AA meetings, also maybe educating them on some
withdrawal symptoms to expect.

| maintained professionalism by arriving on time, remaining attentive during the
sharing of personal stories, and respecting confidentiality during the meeting.

Therapeutic communication was demonstrated through active listening and
respectful silence. Although I did not verbally participate, | was attentive and
present during the sharing of stories.
