1. Give with food

2. assess renal function 

3. monitor GI bleeding 

4. Avoid other NSAIDs

1. Monitor EPS

2. weight/metabolic monitoring 

3. Adherence teaching

4. Assess symptom control 

1. Rotate sites

2. remove at night if vivid dreams
3. no smoking concurrently
