Using the ready, steady, go and how if will change her behaviour going forward is 
a good way to understand and see wether she has understood what was shared 
with her. Would have spent a little more time on that to not only ask about the 
strong personlity traits but also how she will act when a situation comes up and it 
is with one of her not so strong personality traits. 

Holland graph: discussion of student perception of their focus 
area(s) (things, ideas, people, data)

Give a little bit more information about how it all fits together. It’s a lot of lines and 
things on one paper and could be overwhelming. 

Pie graph: good explanations of how the student's interests are 
distributed; good questions

Skills: confirm highest scoring skills, any red flags with the lowest 
skills

Surroundings, Results, and Life Purpose: Asked for further 
explanation of how the student defines them when 
needed/helpful

Surroundings, Results, and Life Purpose: Any others need to be 
added (top 5?)  Anything low in Priorities that should be 
noted/pointed out/asked about?

Would have asked more open ended questions and given the student and mom 
some time to gove their info before the info from the assessment is shared. Got a 
bit rushed at the end and tried to get as much info in.
