Objective

The Process

The process will be to have six tables that would represent
each Interest Group.

to.

They will be asked to write down their answers and explain
what is appealing about the items to them.

This activity will expose them to simple activities that each
Interest group can carryout, which is also a pointer to the
types of careers in that group.
