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I. Course Description 
This course conducts an in-depth review of the various aspects and doctrines of salvation, 
justification by faith. Great attention is given to how these doctrines relate to, and support, one 
another. The course explains how there is no conflict between the doctrines of salvation but only a 
harmony of interdependency and support. 
 

II. Course Objectives 
As a result of taking this class, the student should be able to demonstrate an understanding of: 

A. The lack of conflict between the doctrines of faith and repentance. 
B. How false teachings, definitions, and doctrines undermine the glory of Jesus Christ’s 

redemptive work. 
C. The definition of terms used to describe the various doctrinal aspects of salvation and the 

scriptures that show how they relate to one another. 
 

III. Course Requirements 

A. Class work: There are 15 lectures relating to 15 self-directed Study Packs for this course. The 
student is expected to listen to the lectures, answer the Study Pack questions, and confirm the 
accuracy of their answers. Tests should be taken according to the Test Schedule. 
 

IV. Tests & Grading 

The tests will be graded on a percentage basis with 80% the minimum score for a passing grade. 
Scores less than 80% will require the student to repeat the lessons pertaining to the test.
