Herod the Great’s son Herod ruled Iturea and Trachonitis (a region East
of the Jordan from Mt. Hermon to just South of the Sea of Galilee [the
Heights]) from 4 BC to 34 AD.

Herod the Great’s son ruled Samaria, Judea, and (a
region south of Judea that extends eastward to beyond Petra) from 4 BC to 6 AD.

Archelaus was and a Roman Procurator, subject to the governor of Syria,
took his place; was the fifth procurator, serving from 26 to 36 AD.

Herod Philip Il died and Herod Antipas was deposed and their nephew Herod
(Herod the Great’s grandson) took over Galilee, Perea, Iturea, and
Trachonitis from 37 to 44 AD. He Christians and died a horrible death.
