PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Blocks stimulation of betal & beta2
adrenergic receptor sites

Also has alphal blocking activity, which may
result in orthostatic hypotension

Complications

dizzy, fatigue, weakness, anxiety, depression, drowsiness,
bradycardia, HF, pulmonary edema, Stevens Johnson syndrome,
toxic epidermal necrolysis, blurred vision, hyperglycemia, diarrhea,
ED, backpain, paresthesia, wheezing, drug induced Lupus syndrome

Contraindications/Precautions

H/O serious hypersensitivtiy (Stevens Johnson syndrome,
angioedema), Pulmonary edema, Cardiogenic Shock,
Bradycardiax, heart block, hepatic impairment, asthma.
Precautions with DM, PVD, thyrotoxicosis

Interactions

Increase risk of bradycardia with digoxin

Amiodarone may increase levels

Increased hypotension may occur with other
antihypertensives, acute ingestiove of alcohol or nitrates

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Decrease in BP without apperance of detrimental side
effects
decrease in severity of HF

Medication Administration

PO

Take apical pulse before
Give with food to decrease
orthostatic hypotension

Monitor BP & report
hypotension
Monitor HF & report < 60

Check pulse rate & report <60
to HCP
