	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindicated in hypersensitivity, history of angioedema from ACE inhibitors or ARBs, concurrent use of ACE inhibitors, severe hepatic impairment

Use cautiously in HF, volume or salt depleted patients, black patients, women of reproductive potential
	Interactions: NSAIDs and COX-2 inhibitors may increase the risk of renal dysfunction

Antihypertensives and diuretics increase risk of hypotension

Concurrent use of potassium spaing diurectics or potassium supplments increasing risk of hyperkalemia

Avoid concurrent use with ACE inhibitors (wait 36 hrs between)
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Decreased ejection fraction

Decreased edema

Decreased HF symptoms 

Decreased blood pressure 

Decreased hospitalizations 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: sacubitril: inhibits neprilysin, resulting in increased vasoactive peptides causing vasodilation and decreased ECF volume via sodium excretion.

Valsartan: blocks vasconstrictor and aldosterone producing effects of angiotensin II at receptor sites, including vascular smooth muscle and adrenal glands. 
	Nursing Interventions: Assess BP and pulse

Correct volume or salt depletion prior to admin

Daily weights

Assess resolution of FVO

Assess for angioedema

Monitor renal function
	Medication Administration: PO: 

Intially: Sacubitril 49 mg/valsartan 51 mg 2x daily



Target: Sacubitril 97 mg/Valsartan 103 mg 2x daily
	Client Education: Take medication as directed, same time each day, even if feeling well.

Notify HCP if swelling of face, eyes, lips, or difficulty swallowing/breathing occurs.

Avoid driving until effects are known.
