PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action
Stimulates beta 1 receptors

Complications

Tachycardia, cardiac dysrhythmias, angina or pain

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindicated in allergy to this drug or sulfite drugs
Ventricular Tachycardia, aortic stenosis, dehydration or children under the age of 2
years old.

Precautions include use with MAOI's or tricyclic antidepressants, general anesthesia.

Heart disease, hypertension or tachycardia, hypovolemia, pregnancy.

Interactions

MAOI and tricyclic antidepressants cause toxicity and
cause increased risk for dysrythmias
beta blockers decrease effects

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Increased cardiac output
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Therapeutic Use

Increases cardiac output in those with severe
heart failure

Medication Administration

Available only in IV form

Administration based on patients vital
signs, ECG, urine output, weight, cardiac
output

Peak onset is about 10 minutes after
administration

Needs a dedicated IV line due to
incompatibilities

Correct fluid imbalances before
administration

Nursing Interventions

Monitor ECG

Treat dysrhythmias as they arise
Prepare to discontinue drug for
tachycardias.

Client Education

Educate on need for frequent
monitoring

Let nurse know immediately if
chest pain, dyspnea, numbness
or tingling/ burning of
extremities occur

Or if experience pain at infusion
site.
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
