	Therapeutic Use: treat pulmonary edema in heart failure
	Complications: electrolyte imbalance, hypotension, ototoxicity, hyperglycemia, hyperuricemia. 
	Contraindications/Precautions: allergy, hepatic coma, anuria, electrolyte imbalance, dehydration, renal or hepatic disorders, pregnancy. 
	Interactions: digoxin, increased risk of toxicity. other diuretics increases effect. NSAIDs may decrease effect. corticosteroids increase risk of hypokalemia. 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: decreased edema, bp, electrolytes
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Block reabsorption of sodium and chloride, promoting excretion, increasing output. 
	Nursing Interventions: monitor electrolyte levels, blood pressure, glucose levels, dysrhythmias, 
	Medication Administration: oral, IM, IV. Oral should be given with food, dose by early afternoon to prevent nocturia and loss of sleep. IV should be administered slowly. 
	Client Education: report confusion, muscle twitching, weakness irregular pulse, nausea, vision issues. monitor bp, blood glucose. eat foods rich in potassium.
