PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds to opiate receptors in the CNS. Alters
the perception of and response to painful
stimuli while producing generalized CNS
depression.

Complications

-Hypotension

-Flushing, itching, sweating
-Constipation

-Confusion, sedation, dizziness
-Respiratory Depression

Contraindications/Precautions

-Hypersensitivity

-Acute, mild, intermittent, or postoperative pain
-Significatn respiratory depression

-Acute or severe bronchial astham

-Paralytic ileus

Interactions

-Use with extreme caution in patients using MAO Inhibitors
-Can increase the use of anticoagulant effect of Warfarin

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

-Decrease in severity of pain without a significant
alteration in level of consciousness or respiratory status

-Decrease in symptoms of pulmonary edema

Therapeutic Use

-Decrease in severity of pain.

Medication Administration

PO (Adult >50 kg) : 30 mg every

3-4 hours

PO (Adult <50 kg) : 0.3 mg/kg
every 3-4 hours
Also given IM, IV, SC

Nursing Interventions

-Assess type, location, and
intensity of pain prior to and 1
hour following PO, subcut, IM,
and 20 minutes following IV
administration.

-Assess LOC, bp, and pulse,
and respirations

Client Education

-Instruct patient on how and
whe to ask for and take pain
medication

-May cause drowsiness or
dizziness. Ask for assistance
when ambulating.
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
