Concurrent with avanfil, sildenafil, tadalafil, or vardenafil may result in for at least 14 hours to prevent
severe hypotension within 24 hours. tolerance.

Concurrent with riociguat may result in severe hypotension.

Additive hypotension if also on antihypertensives, acute ingestion of

alcohol, beta blockers, calcium channel blockers, and phenothiazines.
