PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action Therapeutic Use
Stimulates betal adrenergic receptors with Increased CO without significantly increased
relatively minor effect on heart rate or HR

peripheral blood vessels.

Complications Medication Administration
- Hypertension IV 2.5-15 mcg/kg/min max dose
- Increased HR is 40mcg/kg/min
- PVCs
- Palpitations

- Hypotension

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindicated - hypersensitivty to bisulfites, idopathic
hypertrophic subaortic stenosisv . .
Cautiously - Hx. of HTN, M, A fib, hypovolemia Nursing Interventions
- monitor BP, HR, ECG, CO,
and UOP
- palpate peripheral pulses
- monitor potassium levels
