Drug Symptoms of Use Symptoms of
Intoxication

Symptoms of Withdrawal

CNS Depressants

Examples:

Alcohol, barbiturates, and
nonbarbiturates 

Relaxation, loss of 
inhibitions, lack of 
concentration, drowsiness, 
slurred speech, sleep

Aggressiveness, 
impaired judgment, 
impaired attention, 
irritability, euphoria, 
depression, emotional 
lability, slurred speech

Tremors, nausea/vomiting, 
malaise, weakness, tachycardia, 
sweating, elevated blood 
pressure, anxiety

CNS Stimulants

Examples:

Amphetamines, cocaine

Euphoria, hyperactivity, 
restlessness, talkativeness, 
increased pulse

Euphoria, fighting, 
grandiosity, 
hypervigilance, 
psychomotor agitation, 
impaired judgment, 
tachycardia, elevated 
blood pressure

Depression, anxiety, irritability, 
fatigue, insomnia or 
hypersomnia, psychomotor 
agitation

Opioids

Examples:

Morphine, fentanyl, 
oxycodone

Euphoria, lethargy, 
drowsiness, lack of 
motivation, constricted 
pupils

Euphoria, lethargy, 
somnolence, apathy, 
dysphoria, impaired 
judgment, pupillary 
constriction, 
drowsiness, slurred 
speech, constipation

Craving for the drug, 
nausea/vomiting, muscle aches, 
lacrimation or rhinorrhea, 
pupillary dilation

Hallucinogens

Examples:

LSD, Ketamine

Visual hallucinations, 
disorientation, confusion, 
paranoid delusions, 
euphoria, anxiety, panic

Dry mouth, blurred 
vision, weakness, 
dilated pupils, rapid 
heart rate

Craving of drug, mood swings, 
anxiety, depression, fatigue

Cannabinols

Examples:

Relaxation, talkativeness, 
lowered inhibitions, 
euphoria, mood swing

anxiety, suspiciousness,
sensation of slowed 
time, impaired 
judgment, social 

depressed mood, tremors, fever,
chills, headache, stomach pain
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Marijuana withdrawal

Inhalants

Examples:

Aerosol, gas, nitrite

Chemical odors on breath 
or clothing, strains on face 
or hands, drunk 
appearance, runny eyes or 
nose

 apathy, impaired 
judgment, dizziness, 
nystagmus, slurred 
speech, unsteady gait, 
lethargy, depressed 
reflexes, tremor, 
blurred vision

body aches, nausea, vomiting, 
runny nose, watery eyes, poor 
attention and concentration
