The clip is 3:38 minutes in length; try to listen as
long as you can. The sounds may be distressing to you, so if you choose not to listen at all or
only for a brief moment, that is fine but, after you listen you will have a greater understanding of
what patients with auditory hallucinations experience.

While you are listening, try to complete the word search that is provided (see next page). The
goal is to attempt to perform other tasks while the “voices in your head” are speaking to you.
You are not expected to submit the word search; but please answer the following questions in
reflection of the activity.

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1. I found this activity to be very difficult. I personally have a very one tract mind. I
am unable to even listen to music while I am trying to complete something. Even
people talking in the background seems to distract me. So, listening to this video
while trying to do the word search was very distracting. I could not focus on even
trying to find one word. I was very distracted while trying to complete the word



search and listen to the video. I had to actually turn the video off in order to find
any of the words.

. Ifound this video to be almost frightening. I heard things such as “you are stupid,
you are worthless, dead, just do it, I can see you, and you are bad”. This video had a
mixed volume to it. There was definitely more than one voice in this video. There
were quite a few who all spoke very differently. Some were very harsh, and some
were so soft spoken that you could barely hear them. There were people who were
very loud and also people who were very quiet in the background. This made it so it
was difficult to concentrate on what one person was even saying.

. I was not able to listen to the video very long while doing the word search. Not only

could I not concentrate but also some of the things that were said were very
uncomfortable. So, I turned it off for a while and then fast forwarded a little and
continued playing it. I feel like the longer I listened though, the worse it got. I
stopped listening for a couple reasons. One being because I could not focus on the
word search at all. The second being because it almost scared me because of some of
the things they were saying. The one that really got me and made me turn it off
though was “I can see you”.

. This assignment will definitely change how I will care for my schizophrenic patients.
I will be sure to allow them time to respond to my questions without getting upset or
frustrated. There is clearly a lot going on in their heads and they might just need
extra time to form words and sentences. Also, I will be sure to ask them how they
are and if they need anything periodically. I cannot assume that these voices do not
interfere with their lives. Some of the things they said scared even me and I will
want to be sure that they are still doing okay and offer support if needed.

. Like I said previously, my communication and attitude will change towards
schizophrenic patients after this activity. I will make sure I use smaller sentences
and easy to answer questions for these patients. There is a lot going on in their heads
and I will want to be sure that I do not confuse them further. Also, I will not get so
frustrated with these patients if it’s taking them longer to answer me after I ask
them a question or if they are taking longer while finishing an activity.
