1. After reviewing the medications on the Beers List, choose three medications that surprised you
they were on the list and discuss why?

Considering that
these medications could possibly have more negative than positive effects, it is kind of
frightening because I am someone who will take an ibuprofen if I have a headache or
any other type of pain.
